Primary Phase 

Dear Parents / Carers, 
 
Welcome to our new-style Primary Newsletter! Following feedback from parents and governors, the weekly 
newsletter will now be emailed to all primary parents and only contain news about our Primary Phase (with 
the Secondary School newsletter only available via the school's website). A small number of printed copies 
will also be available from the Primary Office. Please make sure that you advise the school if you change your 
email address, of course.  
 
Apologies that the content of this week’s newsletter is similar to last week's - there's some important 
messages that not all parents have been receiving recently: 
 
The Summer Term: Children in all classes are well over half-way through this year's learning programme. 
The few weeks after the Easter break are very important for all children in terms of continuing to make good 
progress, but particularly so for Year 1 and 2 who are building up to either 'Phonics Screening' or SATS in 
May and June.  
 
Attendance: Key to success is good attendance at school. If children are not in school then they are not 
learning and not making progress – it is as simple as that. We expect children to be at school for 8:45 ready 
to start learning – children who are late miss out on important literacy teaching. If your child has been asked 
to attend one of the pre-school booster sessions, then again punctuality is vital. Children who are late for (or 
are absent from) booster sessions are missing out on much needed additional teaching. I'm pleased to say, 
however, that I was able to award a large number of children 100% Attendance certificates in our last school 
assembly of the Spring Term - let's keep this up! 
 
Bringing your child to school in the morning: it is essential that you (or another responsible adult) drop off 
your child in the school grounds each morning. Although we have staff on duty at the gate, we cannot be 
solely responsible for the safety of children outside the school - duty staff are often talking to parents and 
cannot be alert to every possible danger in what is an increasingly busy road. 
 
Parking in the local neighbourhood: If you bring your child to school by car, I appreciate that it is not always 
easy to park close to the school, but it is essential that you make the effort to find a safe and considerate 
parking space in the neighbourhood before walking to child into school. Some of you will have noticed me 
doing random patrols of the double-yellow lined areas near our school. Please be aware that it is illegal and 
dangerous to park in these places, even for a brief time, and that the school may forward photos of the 
vehicles of 'persistent offenders' to our Community Policing Team. I'm pleased to say that the 
situation has started to improve! 
 
Perfect Purples: 'Well done' to the children achieved 'perfect purple' in the first week of this 
term - see the list below - let's see if we can get a record number of purples this term!
