                                                                           Hot Weather Precautions 
 
We have all been enjoying the lovely hot weather that we have had over the last 
couple of days.  However as wonderful as the hot weather is, it can also be dangerous if 
precautions are not followed.  Please see below some handy tips:- 

Stay hydrated – please ensure that you send your child to school with 
their water bottle, with their name clearly marked on the front.  We encourage the children to drink lots of 
water throughout the day, and particularly during this hot spell. 

Stay cool – caps are a good way of keeping your child’s head cool and keeping the shade off 
their face.  We have our Edmonton County Caps available to buy from our uniform stockists, or this should 
be plain black or navy blue caps (no logos).  The summer uniform can be worn, for girls yellow dresses with 
white socks and boys can wear black tailored shorts.   

Stay protected – sun cream is essential for protecting your child from harmful UV and sunrays.  
We would suggest that you apply sun cream before  school on your child.  If you do send your son or 
daughter to school with sun cream this must be kept in your child’s school bag/locker and brought in only if 
they can apply the cream themselves. 

Stay Fresh – some of our older children (Year 4) are very aware of personal hygiene and use 
deodorants to keep fresh.  Deodorants should ideally be applied in the morning.  It is permitted for only 
Year 4 children to bring in deodorants, but this cannot be a spray, only the roll on or stick deodorants will 
be allowed.   If any spray deodorants are brought into school they will be confiscated.
