Why​ ​is​ ​the​ ​school​ ​opening​ ​Wrap around Provision? 
The​ ​school​ ​wishes​ ​to​ ​provide​ ​an​ ​excellent​ ​Wrap​ ​Around​ ​Care​ ​service​ ​to​ ​further​ ​extend​ ​the​ ​good provision​ ​we​ ​offer​ ​as​ ​a​ ​school. ​ ​We​ ​will​ ​be​ ​able​ ​to​ ​have​ ​more​ ​control​ ​over​ ​the​ ​care​ ​and​ ​provision for​ ​our​ ​pupils​ ​and​ ​use​ ​staff​ ​who​ ​are​ ​familiar​ ​with Edmonton County School ​and​ ​our​ ​ethos. ​ ​ 
When​ ​is​ ​it​ ​open? 
Breakfast​ ​Session​ ​is​ ​from​ ​7.45am​ ​to​ ​7.45am 
Afternoon​ ​Session​ ​(Short)​ ​is​ ​up​ ​from​ ​4pm – 5.45pm 
Afternoon​ ​Session​ ​(Extended)​ ​is​ from 3.20pm – 5.45pm  
This​ ​club​ ​is​ ​open​ ​term​ ​time​ ​only. 
How​ ​do​ ​I​ ​register? 
You​ ​register​ by collecting a form from the school office. 
How​ ​do​ ​I​ ​book? 
You can book via the primary office or by emailing littleburykidsclub@edmonton.enfield.sch.uk ​and​ you can​ ​opt​ ​to​ ​book​ ​for​ ​the​ ​half​ ​term​ ​or​ ​each​ ​week.​ ​The​ ​expectation​ ​is that​ ​you​ ​pay​ ​once​ ​booked.
Ad Hoc Bookings need to be booked by midday on the day of booking via a call to the school office. 
How​ ​do​ ​I​ ​pay? 
Once​ ​we​ ​have​ ​confirmed​ ​your​ ​booking,​ ​payment​ ​can​ ​be​ ​made​ ​via​ ​your​ ​ParentPay​ ​account. 
Is​ ​there​ ​a​ ​reduced​ ​fee​ ​for​ ​a​ ​2nd​ ​or​ ​3rd​ ​child?                       
There​ ​is​ ​a 10%​ ​reduced​ ​fee​ ​for​ ​more​ ​than​ ​one​ ​child, ​ ​our​ ​aim​ ​is​ ​to​ ​keep​ ​the​ ​prices​ ​low​ ​for​ ​all​ ​pupils to​ ​offer​ ​best​ ​value.

What​ ​if​ ​my​ ​child​ ​has​ ​additional​ ​needs? 
This club ​is​ ​an​ ​inclusive​ ​club​ ​which​ ​aims​ ​to​ ​meet​ ​the​ ​needs​ ​of​ ​all​ ​children.​ ​However,​ ​to ensure​ ​this​ ​is​ ​successful​ ​some​ ​children​ ​may​ ​require​ ​a​ ​staggered​ ​transition​ ​into​ ​the​ ​club.​ ​A​ ​close working​ ​relationship​ ​with​ ​parents​ ​is​ ​essential​ ​to​ ​ensure​ ​children’s​ ​needs​ ​are​ ​met.​ ​This​ ​will​ ​also ensure​ ​staff​ ​are​ ​fully​ ​aware​ ​of​ ​what​ ​children’s​ ​interests​ ​are​ ​and​ ​strategies​ ​which​ ​are​ ​successful in​ ​helping​ ​a​ ​child​ ​to​ ​feel​ ​settled.​ ​Discussions​ ​with​ ​key​ ​staff​ ​members​ ​will​ ​also​ ​take​ ​place​ ​to ensure​ ​staff​ ​are​ ​fully​ ​aware​ ​of​ ​a​ ​child’s​ ​needs. 
What​ ​happens​ ​if​ ​my​ ​child​ ​is​ ​ill? 
If​ ​your​ ​child​ ​is​ ​ill​ ​during​ ​the​ ​club​ ​parents​ ​will​ ​be​ ​contacted​ ​using​ ​the​ ​contact​ ​numbers​ ​given​ ​to the​ ​school​ ​that we currently have on our system.​ ​The​ ​children’s​ ​welfare​ ​is​ ​always​ ​paramount​ ​and​ ​if​ ​your​ ​child​ ​is considered​ ​to​ ​be​ ​too​ ​ill​ ​to​ ​attend​ ​the​ ​club​ ​we​ ​would​ ​expect​ ​the​ ​child​ ​to​ ​be​ ​collected.​ ​In​ ​this instance​ ​there​ ​would​ ​be​ ​no​ ​refund​ ​given. 
However,​ ​if​ ​your​ ​child​ ​is​ ​ill​ ​for​ ​an​ ​extended​ ​period​ ​of​ ​time​ ​a​ ​refund​ ​may​ ​be​ ​given​ ​at​ ​the​ ​discretion of​ ​the​ ​Headteacher. 
What​ ​food/drink​ ​is​ ​provided? 
For​ ​the​ ​breakfast​ ​session​ ​there​ ​is​ ​cereal,​ ​toast,​ ​fruit​ ​and​ ​juice​ ​with​ ​occasional​ ​other​ ​foods.​ ​As this​ ​is​ ​provided​ ​by​ ​the​ ​school​ ​it​ ​has​ ​to​ ​fit​ ​within​ ​the​ ​healthy​ ​eating​ ​regulations.​ ​Snacks will be ​available for the extended after-school​ session.  
How​ ​does​ ​the​ ​club​ ​deal​ ​with​ ​behaviour? 
The​ ​school’s​ Good to be Green ​behaviour​ ​policy​ will apply​ ​to​ ​the​ ​club.
Can​ ​my​ ​child​ ​do​ ​their​ ​homework​ ​after-school? 
A​ ​key​ ​aim​ ​of​ ​the​ ​club​ ​is​ ​to​ ​extend​ ​learning​ ​opportunities​ ​for​ ​children. ​ ​All​ ​activities​ ​will​ ​have​ ​a clear​ ​learning​ ​aim​ ​which​ ​links​ ​to​ ​the​ ​different​ ​areas​ ​of​ ​the​ ​curriculum. ​ ​However,​ ​because​ ​the activities​ ​are​ ​well​ ​planned​ ​and​ ​thought​ ​through​ ​the​ ​children​ ​will​ ​often​ ​not​ ​be​ ​aware​ ​that​ ​they​ ​are learning. 
Within​ ​the​ ​club​ ​there​ ​will be​ ​time​ ​for​ ​children​ ​to​ ​complete​ ​homework, ​ ​which​ ​will​ ​feature​ ​on​ ​the weekly​ ​timetable​ ​of​ ​activities. ​ ​However, ​ ​parents​ ​may​ ​wish​ ​to​ ​complete​ ​homework​ ​with​ ​their child​ ​at​ ​home​ ​which​ ​is​ ​also​ ​encouraged. ​ ​Therefore​ ​it​ ​is​ ​essential​ ​that​ ​parents​ ​make​ ​staff​ ​aware if​ ​they​ ​wish​ ​to​ ​complete​ ​homework​ ​at​ ​home. 
What​ ​happens​ ​if​ ​I​ ​am​ ​late​ ​collecting? 
We​ ​all​ ​have​ ​those​ ​days​ ​where​ ​everything​ ​goes​ ​wrong​ ​and​ ​you​ ​may​ ​end​ ​up​ ​being​ ​late.​ You MUST notify the After School Club Leader.  ​Of​ ​course we​ ​will​ ​always​ ​ensure​ ​your​ ​child​ ​is​ ​safe.​ ​Where​ ​the​ ​lateness​ ​becomes​ ​regular​ ​there​ ​will​ ​be​ ​a charge​ ​of​ ​£5​ ​for​ ​every​ ​15​ ​minutes​ ​to​ ​cover​ ​the​ ​costs. 
What​ ​happens​ ​if​ ​the​ ​school​ ​closes​ ​early​ ​or​ ​has​ ​special events​ ​after​ ​school? 
​If there​ ​are​ ​special​ ​events​ ​after​ ​school​ ​(e.g.​ ​School​ ​Fair,​ ​book​ ​fair)​ ​we​ ​will​ ​make​ ​every​ ​effort​ ​for pupils​ ​to​ ​attend​ ​the​ ​event​ ​under​ ​the​ ​supervision​ ​of​ ​the​ ​staff. If the school closes early the after school club will not run that day.
