	Students who are gifted and talented in this subject can be identified if they demonstrate many of the following:
We use the following criteria to identify the most-able students in English so that they can be targeted for intervention and enrichment. Where there is an insufficient number of students who meet this criteria, we extend to the top 10% of each campus cohort in terms of assessment results across the year group.
Year 7  
At least two of the following: 
•	Verbal CATs score greater than 115.
•	English Scaled SATS score greater than 105.
•	Reading age of at least 13 years 6 months.

We also regularly review pupils throughout their journey at ECS to ensure that that are receiving the appropriate level of challenge, should they make rapid progress in KS3. 

Students who are AG&T in English should have a marked aptitude in the following:
· The ability to read aloud previously unseen texts fluently and with meaning.
· The ability to read with understanding, an increasing range and complexity of texts, often displaying a voracious appetite for literature. 
· An unusually sensitive response to literature, appreciating language, structure and presentation, and showing awareness of alternative interpretations.
· The ability to evaluate the impact of specific choices that authors make. 
· A high level of technical ability in their writing, using accurate punctuation and a range of grammatical constructions. 
· Expressing outcomes in their writing in an unusual way, creating impact and maintaining the interest of the reader. 
· Displaying an extensive vocabulary within written work. 
· A high level of appreciation for different audiences in the appropriateness of structure, language and length used in written work.
