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	Students who are gifted and talented in this subject can be identified if they demonstrate many of the following:
Students who are AG&T in History should have a marked aptitude in the following:
Historical skills; analysing sources and interpretations in terms of identifying to what extent they are useful and convincing whilst also recognising how the provenance of a source and interpretation would impact on its utility. An ability to make links between different historical events and groups through time. For instance, identifying the differences and similarities between different historical groups or events. Being able to form a well nuanced Historical argument in which various factors are acknowledged and their importance are given different “weighting”. Factors which should be understood to a high level include economic, social and religious factors which have inspired historical events. To be able to understand what the term significance means, apply the term to either individuals or events and be able to differentiate between short term and long term significance. The ability to measure the importance of factors and make judgments in the ‘Bigger Picture’. There should also be a desire to research historical events further and beyond the classroom. They are able to critically analyse information and use specialist vocabulary in both written and verbal work. They demonstrate leadership qualities when taking part in group work but are still able to work well individually. 
There is no single criteria for identifying gifted or talented students in History. The Faculty operates a ‘best fit’ model based on the definition outlined above. It is envisaged that our cohort of gifted or talented students will be regularly reviewed, with students added and removed from the register when appropriate.
